In 
Writing, children will continue to practise writing their names, 
making sure the letters are formed correctly and are in the right 
order. Children will start to write the sounds that they can hear in 
words and begin to write some tricky words. We will start our 
phonics teaching this half term by focusing on the sounds: s, a, 
t, p, i, n, m, d, o, c, k, ck, e, u 
 
 

 Physical Development 
 

We will focus on self-help skills using our 
fine motor skills, such as fastening coats 
and buttons. We will be doing crafts to 
challenge our cutting skills and outside we 
will be building obstacle courses to test 
our balance and coordination.
