Year 1 Newsletter: Swmmer 1

impressed us during our ‘Science Investigation week: We would like to give you a brief outline of the work your child will be covering this
half term. We are focusing most of our work around our chosen English book — Class Two at the Zoo.

Maihs
Number: Place Valuer— Children count forwards and backwards within 50.
Children build on previous leamning of numbers to 20. They will learn about
grouping in 10s and their understanding of 1 ten being equal to 10 ones is
reinforced.
Number: Multiplication and Division - Children build on their previous
knowledge of counting in multiples of 25, 55 and 10s going up to numbers to
50+.
Number: Fractions - Children explore finding a half for the first time using
shapes and sets of objects. They will use the vocabulary ‘half-and ‘whote

English

Childrens focus text this half term is ‘Class Two at the Zoo* Children will
take a virtual trip to the zoo and become familiar with the similarities
and differences between a farm and the zoo. Children will use their
knowledge of the zones of requlation to compare characters feelings.
They will lovk a rhyme and syllables. We will then practice stretching
sentences. They will then create a missing poster

Children will be reading 1:1 with an adult in class fortnightly.

PE
This half term we will be practising our athletic skills in the
build up to sports day. Children will take part in a variety of
races for their school house and the overall winners will be
named on the big day!
PSHE
This half term we will look at the importance of keeping safe
and the importance of knowing who to ask for help. Children

Science
Plants- Evergreen and Flowering
evergreen plants. They will be able to recognise and name
the different parts of a plant. Children will understand
what a plant needs to grow and use this to help grow
their own sunflower, measuring its height over time. They
will plan out their own fair test in order to find out which
are the best conditions needed for a plant to grow.

History
Children will be learning about what makes a
person significant and who is significant to them.
We will then move on to lovking at the history of|
nursing and how Florence Nightingale, Edith Cavell
and Mary Seacale influenced nursing throughout
history.

Computing
This half term we will be introducing the
children to data and information. Children
will begin label objects and sort them into
groups. Children will then answer questions
about the data.

Children will begin to understand
their Place in the World starting
at their front door. They will leam
about the towns, cities and
countries in which they belong to.
