We will be leaving school by coach at 9:00am so it is especially important that all children are in school on time. 
We will arrive back at approximately 2:55pm. The arrival time back in school is dependent on traffic, but school 
will send an update via text if there are any delays.

• Your child will not be able to attend the trip if you have not ticked the ‘parental consent’ box 
on SchoolMoney. 

• Your child’s current medical conditions and dietary/medical information will be taken from 
school records. If there are any changes to your child’s details, as a matter of urgency, you 
must call or email the school office to update. 

• If there are any changes to your child’s emergency contact details from the information that 
you have provided school with previously, you must call or email the school office to advise 
accordingly.
