We would like to give you a brief outline of the work your child will be covering this
half term. We are focusing most of our work around our chosen English book — Jack and the Beanstalk.

Maths English

Number: Place Value— Children count forwards and backwards within 50.
Children build on previous leamning of numbers to 20. They will learn about
grouping in 10s and their understanding of 1 ten being equal to 10 ones is
reinforced.

Number: Multiplication and Division - Children build on their previous
knowledge of counting in multiples of 25, 55 and 10s going up to numbers to
50+.

Number: Fractions - Children explore finding a half for the first time using
shapes and sets of objects. They will use the vocabulary ‘half and ‘whole.

This half term our focus text is ‘Jack and the Beanstalk' we are going to
focus on writing sentences using the conjunction and. We will the create
a story map to re-tell the story before moving on to identify the villains
of the story. The children will produce a villain flip book.

We will continue to follow our ISHA handwriting scheme x3 weekly. In
guided reading children will continue to focus on retrieval, prediction

PE
This half term we will be practising our athletic skills in the
build up to sports day.

This half term we will look at the importance of keeping safe
and the importance of knowing who to ask for help.
